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Course Description:

This graduate course presents substance abuse studies, individual and group counseling and family systems approaches to prevention and
intervention. The course provides an overview of 1) models, 2) assessment instruments to identify addictive behavior, 3) methods and 4) skills for
treating addictions and 4) collaborating with other health professionals. The course presents clinical models (developmental, solution-focused,
biopsychosocial, motivational interviewing, stages of change, self-help) from which interventions are drawn. Emphasis is on building community and
preventing relapse.

Instructor's Statement: This course will involve the study of current information and decision-making skills related to the substance abuse field. In
teaching this course, | have two primary objectives: (a) to help you develop an understanding and awareness of the specific knowledge and skills
related to working with this specialty area, (b) to develop decision-making skills related to techniques and interventions used to deal with substance
abuse issues. The format of the class requires your active participation in all aspects of the class including readings, discussions, and
